The scholarship funds course fees, a tax-free stipend (currently £15,285 per annum), plus
modest additional support for research expenses, conference attendance, and consumables.

Applicants should have at least an upper second-class honours degree in a relevant discipline.
Interests should include applied mental health research and the applicant must demonstrate
a commitment to involving patients and the public in research.

Applications should be sent with a CV (including details of previous degree(s) awarded and
grades achieved), a covering letter from the applicant clearly explaining how the proposal fits
the remit of the Oxford and Thames Valley ARC generally and the mental health theme
specifically, a letter of support from the primary supervisor, and a research proposal (maximum
of 2 A4 pages) to Tracy Lindsey at tracy.lindsey@psych.ox.ac.uk or to Tracy Lindsey,
University Department of Psychiatry, Warneford Hospital, Headington, Oxford.
